EXCHANGE AND TRAVELLING FELLOWSHIPS
implementation of cultural agreements with the Government of 
Canada, the governments of Chile, Colombia, Germany, Korea, 
Mexico, the Philippines, and Russia will offer awards to Canadian 
graduate students tenable in 2011-2012.
